Our pupils learn the strategies for handwriting, early spelling and writing using the Read Write Inc. Phonics programme.  This is supplemented in KS1 with our own school writing programme. In KS2, these skills are embedded using our bespoke 3 week writing cycle.
Writing and SPAG using the RWI programme: 
The programme is for:
• Pupils in Nursery Summer term to Year 2 who are learning to read and write

• Any pupils in Years 3 and 4 who need to catch up rapidly

In Read Write Inc. Phonics pupils:

• Write confidently, with a strong focus on vocabulary and grammar

• Spell quickly and easily by segmenting the sounds in words

• Acquire good handwriting.

Through RWI, embedding the alphabetic code early on means that pupils quickly learn to write simple words and sentences.  We encourage them to compose each sentence aloud until they are confident to write independently.  We make sure they write every day.

Pupils write at the level of their spelling knowledge. The quality of the vocabulary they use in their writing reflects the language they have heard in the books the teacher has read to them; they have also discussed what the words mean. 

Writing in EYFS

Children’s gross and fine motor skills are developed. Children learn to write alongside the RWI programme.  Writing opportunities are offered throughout the day within provision. Explicit teaching programmes to support fine motor skill development are included such as jungle journey and squiggle while you wiggle. 
Friarage writing cycle KS1

We have developed our own writing cycle to enhance the RWI provision. This is currently being developed to include the use of an excellence text, to show case the text type/genre. (See genre overview for progression of genres/text types). Children are made familiar with this through Reader’s Theatre, this may include puppets and role play.

Vocabulary lessons enable children to make appropriate work choices when writing. Key vocabulary is taught and explored. When writing, children are encouraged to make vocabulary choices based on audience and purpose.
Slow writing is used to introduce different sentence types and give children the opportunity to practice these before their independent writing sessions. We are currently trialling the Alan Peat sentences to support this (see Appendix 1).
To support spelling choices, children use strategies taught in RWI sessions as well as sound charts. Sound charts are displayed in all classrooms.
Children are taught to plan, edit, improve and evaluate their own writing. 

Grammar and punctuation are taught both explicitly in stand alone session and implicitly during the writing process. These are also planned into RWI sessions.

Friarage writing cycle KS2

We have developed a bespoke writing cycle to meet the needs of our children at Friarage school. (See genre overview for progression of genres/text types).
All writing units begin with an Excellent text to show case the text type/genre. Children are made familiar with this through Reader’s Theatre.

Vocabulary lessons enable children to make appropriate work choices when writing. Key vocabulary is taught and explored. When writing, children are encouraged to make vocabulary choices based on audience and purpose.

A Writer’s Toolkit is explored where the teacher models how to write as a reader. This session is vital to take away the mystique of writing and allows children to understand why writing choices are made. As children grow in confidence and understanding they will be able to contribute more to this session. The writer’s toolkit will part of the working wall in KS2 classrooms.
Slow writing is used to introduce different sentence types and give children the opportunity to practice these before their independent writing sessions. We are currently trialling the Alan Peat sentences to support this (see Appendix 1). Children have the opportunity to explore different sentences.
Modelled writing allows the teacher to model the writing process, including explaining vocabulary choices, sentence structure and making clear the impact writing has on the reader. Elements from the Writer’s toolkit will be explored to support the children when they come to their independent writing sessions. Children have the opportunity to explore different sentences and paragraphs. 
To support spelling choices, children use strategies they had been taught in RWI sessions as they progressed through the school. Sound charts are displayed in all classrooms. Spelling shed is used to teach spelling during starter activities, basic skills slots and take-home spellings.
Children are taught to plan, edit, improve and evaluate their own writing. 

Peer editing is introduced and developed throughout KS2. Children are taught to and encouraged to edit and improve their own work as well as work with a partner to offer support and advice.

Grammar and punctuation are taught both explicitly in stand-alone session and implicitly during the writing process. 
EAL

Children who have English as an additional language are supported through RWI/Fresh start and additional scaffolding in lessons. The use of the Usbourne 1000 First words is used in KS2 to develop vocabulary and independence. Adapted lessons 3x week are available in Y5/6 for new to English and early developing English speakers.
Speaking and Listening

Speaking and listening opportunities are provided across the curriculum. We understand the importance of children having reasons for speaking and listening. Ways in which we do this include: recounting events and experiences, retelling stories, performing/reciting poems and other texts (Reader’s theatre), verbally exploring language across the curriculum, talk partner work, whole class discussion across the curriculum, storytelling, book reviews and recommendations, school council, assemblies and special events (Harvest, Christmas).
